While 55% of leaders are concerned about the economy and 53% struggle with a lack of skilled workers, 62% of leaders feel positive about the future of the industry overall, and 65% are optimistic about their own business’s financial performance over the next three years.

The phrase "preparation dictates sentiment" accurately reflects a core finding in the sources: a construction company’s level of digital readiness is the single greatest predictor of its leadership's optimism. While the industry faces global instability and a massive talent shortage, those who have "prepared" through digital maturity feel significantly more confident about their ability to navigate these challenges than those who have not.
